Course Description: This course is a comprehensive study in methods of gathering both news and 

sports stories.  In addition, the student will develop skills in news/sports writing, video editing 

basics, directing, announcing and producing video/audio content for new packages.  Additional 

emphasis will be placed on production values, laws and regulations, marketing, and the role of 

current technology as it relates to remote news and sports gathering.

A. produce file footage with an easy way to access different clips;  

B. produce material for news/sports segments under two minutes in length following stated 

criteria; and 

C. understand the unique aspects of writing for print journalism, radio, TV, and Internet 

mediums.

1. list and shoot different areas of the community and college. (A, B) 

2. gather national news information from national and local news sources. (B) 

3. rewrite news for television from newspaper reference. (B,C)
