lecture, demonstration, and practice application (B).

. learn simple folk melodies through music reading in the keys of C, D, E, F, G, A Major (C).
. sight-read and rehearse standard beginner piano repertoire attempting to correctly execute correct

notes, rhythms, fingerings, and piano technique (D).
