. Require officers to complete the post-counciltraining as required by the State of Louisiana

. Administer post-council exam and certify results

. CriminalJustice 291: Criminal Evidence and Procedure

. CriminalJustice 292: Police Community Relations

. Transcript the credit when the officer successfully completes three (3)semester hours in

residence at Bossier Parish Community College toward a criminal justice degree, diploma or
certaficate.
