paradigms, criminologists, and other scholars used to evaluate the
social world, with a particular focus on behaviors, attitudes, and
beliefs that fall outside of the mainstream in American
society.Topics include sociological theories of crime and
criminalization, essentialism and constructionism in defining
deviance, formal and informal social control, poverty and stigma,
white collar crime, drug use, sexuality, paranormal beliefs, mental
disorders, disability and obesity, and Islamophobia and anti-
